Definition of terms
For the purposes of this contract, the following terms are defined:
· Striking refers to the mechanical processing of a metal semi-finished product (blank) by pressing (pressure hammer or pressure).
· Normal quality (also standard design, standard) means striking from dies with a slight gloss or slight matt finish on the entire surface, leaving a natural mintage shine on the coin. The Buyer and the Supplier may agree on the type and the gloss or matt intensity for each individual coin design.
· Proof quality (also special design) means striking from dies whose concave parts have a matt surface finish and the top surface in high gloss, leaving a matt relief and highly polished coin surface. The Buyer and the Supplier may agree on the type and intensity of the matt and gloss finish for each individual coin design, or on different types and intensities of matt and gloss on different parts of the relief and surface.
· A high-relief coin is one with a relief whose highest parts significantly exceed the usual relief height on low-relief coins, and also exceed the raised rim of the coin; the relief on both sides can represent around 50% of the total thickness of the coin, i.e. the relief on one side can represent around 25% of the coin’s thickness. The striking of coins with high relief may, for some designs, require the blank to be pre-shaped before the coin is struck by forming, casting, machining or sintering. The Supplier must take this into account.
· A coin with a hologram means striking with a nanostructure created by a direct imprint of a die with the nanostructure in the blank. 
· The production of a single-sided original pattern coin means striking with only the obverse or reverse side of the coin made of a silver-plated base metal, with the inscription ORIGINAL PATTERN COIN on the reverse side and the relevant year in relief and the original proof number pressed in.
· A sample pattern coin means striking carried out for approval of the final form of the coin, which subsequently serves as a visual standard for production acceptance. The sample pattern coin is not determinative of the parameters set out directly in this contract.
· A tool for making coin imprints on a catalogue card is a brass or steel plate with a relief of the coin with the parameters set out through an agreement between the Supplier and the manufacturer of the catalogue cards. In the case of CZK 10,000 coins, the Buyer may request a reduction in the size (diameter) of the coin, and in the case of high-relief coins, a reduction in relief may be required, requiring separate reductions different from the original design and from the reductions for minting coins. The Supplier must take this into account.
· A catalogue card is a supplementary item to a coin, made of cardboard, with a description of the coin and its relief depicted using the hot stamping technique.

Article I
Subject of performance
1. The subject of performance pursuant to this contract is the production of commemorative silver coins (hereinafter the “coins”) with the following denominations and designs:
a) CZK 100 in proof quality,
b) CZK 200 in normal quality,
c) CZK 200 in proof quality,
d) CZK 1,000 with high relief in normal patinated quality,
e) CZK 1,000 in proof quality with a hologram,
f) CZK 10,000 with high relief in normal patinated quality.
2. Coins may be re-denominated to other denominations while this contract is in effect. If the Czech Republic joins the Eurosystem, the coins will be re-denominated to the nominal denominations of the single European currency, the euro. The re-denomination will be carried out through an amendment to this contract. 
3. The coins will be issued on the basis of the plan of issuance for commemorative coins (hereinafter the “Schedule of Issuance”) approved by the CNB Bank Board for the five-year issuance period. Coins issued from 1 January 2026 to 31 December 2030 will be delivered pursuant to this contract. The Buyer will publish and continuously update the Schedule of Issuance on its website on the second-level domain cnb.cz. The Schedule of Issuance may also include coins that are not the subject of production under this contract. The Supplier acknowledges that no coins need be included in the Schedule of Issuance. The Supplier also acknowledges that coins included in the Schedule of Issuance may be removed from it, including without replacement. The Supplier shall arrange for the production of the coins so that the Buyer can meet the Schedule of Issuance.
4. Meeting the Schedule of Issuance includes:
a) the production of blanks, including the provision of material for their production,
b) the production of the coins,
c) the production of specimens with the inscription SPECIMEN or its abbreviation (e.g. SPEC. or S),
d) the production of original CZK 10,000 pattern coins,
e) the development and production of nanostructure masters for the production of CZK 1,000 coins in proof quality with a hologram,
f) the production of tools for making coin imprints on catalogue cards,
g) packaging (capsules and cases).
5. The technical parameters of the coins are specified in Annex 1 to this contract. In the case of re-denomination pursuant to paragraph (2) of this Article, with the exception of changes in the denominations of the coins, the technical parameters set out in Annex 1 and the provisions of this contract will not be altered.
6. The packaging of the coins and the working procedures for acceptance are set out in Annex 2 to this contract.
7. The minimum required technical parameters of the packaging are set out in Annex 3 to this contract.
8. The production of coins and original pattern coins pursuant to Article I(4)(d) of this contract will be carried out on the basis of the specifying provisions of the contracting parties, the so-called implementing contracts, in which the motif of the coins (design), their quality (mintage design), the scope of production (the number of pieces produced), the packaging and the date of issue of the coins will be specified for the purposes of calculating the deadlines pursuant to this contract. A model of an implementing contract is set out in Annex 4 to this contract.
9. Third-party rights shall not be binding on the development and use of the nanostructure master for the production of the CZK 1,000 coin in proof quality with a hologram, otherwise the Supplier undertakes to settle these rights at its own expense.

Article II
Supplier’s obligations and cooperation between the contracting parties in the production of coins
1. The place of production of the coins is ....................... (to be completed by the participant).
2. The place of production for the coin blanks is ....................... (to be completed by the participant).
3. The place of production of the nanostructure masters and their dies in metal is ....................... (to be completed by the participant).
4. Without undue delay after the conclusion of each implementing contract, the Buyer shall hand over (lend) plaster models or other production documents for the obverse and reverse sides of the coins to the Supplier for the production of the coins, and shall ensure the necessary cooperation by the authors in the preparation of production tools. In the event that the Buyer does not have the relevant plaster models or other production materials at their disposal at the conclusion of the implementing contract, these materials will be handed over (loaned) to the Supplier without undue delay after they are acquired. The handover and acceptance of all materialised, non-digitalised items pursuant to this paragraph will take place exclusively in person at the registered office of the Buyer.
5. The Supplier shall ensure direct contact and the possibility of ongoing technical consultations between the Buyer’s experts and the Supplier’s technical experts directly involved in the production of the coins. 
6. The reductions will be made by the classic method of mechanical reduction on an automatic reduction machine with a high proportion of manual engraving modifications or by direct manual engraving. Upon agreement between the contracting parties, reductions can also be made by a combination of contactless and mechanical reduction on a numerically controlled reduction machine. Reduction by electroerosion is not allowed.
7. The Supplier shall always submit to the Buyer, at its registered office, sample pattern coins, namely 3 pieces of each quality and design (normal/proof quality, low/high relief, with/without patination) and, when new packaging is to be introduced, samples of such packaging (capsules and case), namely at least 1 piece together with the case colour sample book. Sample pattern coins and samples of packaging must be submitted by the Supplier sufficiently in advance so that the planned delivery and issue dates pursuant to the Schedule of Issuance can be met, even in the event of repeated non-approval of the submitted sample pattern coins or samples of packaging by the Buyer. If the Buyer does not approve the sample pattern coins or packaging samples, the Supplier shall submit new sample pattern coins or new packaging samples, modified pursuant to the Buyer’s comments. Both unapproved and approved sample pattern coins and packaging samples become the property of the Buyer. The handover and acceptance of all materialised, non-digitalised items pursuant to this paragraph will take place exclusively in person at the Buyer’s registered office.
8. The Supplier shall deliver to the Buyer, in person at the Buyer’s registered office, the tools for making imprints of coins on catalogue cards no later than 4 months before the issue date, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise.
9. The thickness of the coins with the permitted deviation pursuant to Annex 1 hereto will be communicated by the authorised person of the Supplier to the authorised person of the Buyer no later than 3 months before the issue date, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise.
10. The coin production must be secure and completely transparent. The Supplier shall keep records of the handling of blanks, the number of flawless (identical) and defective (non-identical) coins produced, and the number and types of production tools and their use. At the Buyer’s request, the Supplier undertakes to enable the physical inspection of the storage of blanks, the production of coins and tools, and their registration in the form of an on-site inspection during the production of blanks and coins, while the Buyer must also be allowed to effectively check compliance with technical parameters (during production and at output). If deficiencies are found during an inspection, the Supplier shall ensure their remedy within the time limit set by the Buyer; if the Supplier does not remedy the deficiencies within the specified period, the Buyer will be entitled to withdraw from this contract.
11. All the coins produced must meet the quality standard approved on the sample pattern coins. The Supplier is responsible for any defects in the coins. The Buyer shall accept the delivered coins through the procedure and within the time limits set out in Annex 2 to this contract. The Buyer is entitled to withdraw from this contract if the Supplier has, despite repeated warnings, repeatedly, i.e. for the third time, failed to meet the quality requirements and has delivered coins with defects. The Catalogue of Defects, to be handed over by the Buyer to the Supplier without undue delay after the signing of this contract, will serve as an indicative list of basic defects in the production of the coins. The Buyer may update the Catalogue of Defects and add other types of defects. Any disputed issues concerning defects not listed in the Catalogue of Defects will be resolved at the level of experts from both the contracting parties. The Supplier shall supply the Buyer with flawless coins or packaging to replace defective coins or packaging, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise. The authorised persons of both contracting parties may agree that the Buyer may replace defective packaging with flawless coins without issuing a warranty claim, in which case the Supplier will deliver flawless empty packaging to the Buyer for this exchange.
12. The Supplier shall deliver the produced coins to the Buyer no later than 3 months before the issue date specified in the implementing contract pursuant to Article I(8) of this contract, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise. The Supplier shall deliver the coins in a single delivery (within one business day), and not in several partial deliveries (over several business days). The handover and acceptance of the coins will be through a handover and acceptance protocol signed by the authorised persons of both contracting parties. Together with the coins, the Supplier shall hand over to the Buyer the performance pursuant to Article I(4)(c) and, in the case of CZK 10,000 coins, also the performance pursuant to Article I(4)(d) of this contract and the borrowed plaster models or other production materials pursuant to paragraph (3) of this Article, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise.
13. Within the total quantity of coins pursuant to the relevant implementing contract, the Supplier shall produce and deliver to the Buyer, under the same conditions and for the same price, 25 coins with the embossed inscription SPECIMEN or its abbreviation (e.g. SPEC. or S) on the obverse side, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise.
14. The silver for the production of the coins will be provided by the Supplier.
15. The Supplier shall provide the metals for the production of original pattern coins and the tools for making imprints of coins on the catalogue card, while their price will be included in the price for the production of the original pattern coins and tools for making the imprints.
16. Without the written consent of the Buyer, models, dies and other tools produced for the performance of this contract may not be used by the Supplier for any purpose other than the production of coins pursuant to this contract.
17. The Supplier is entitled to destroy defective stampings only in the presence of the Buyer and at its own expense.
18. The Supplier shall hand over all production tools to the Buyer at the Buyer’s request, and in person at the Buyer’s registered office. The Supplier is entitled to destroy unissued production tools only with the participation of the Buyer and at its own expense.
19. The Supplier shall archive all records related to the production of coins for at least 10 years from the creation of each document. After the expiry of the archiving period, the Supplier shall offer the documents to the Buyer before shredding them.
20. Upon termination of this contract, the Supplier shall return to the Buyer everything that is the property of the Buyer, and within a deadline determined by the Buyer.
21. The Buyer reserves the right to extend the contractual deadlines, in accordance with the circumstances, on the basis of a written and reasoned request from the Supplier, in which the Supplier demonstrates that it objectively cannot continue to perform pursuant to this contract due to the Buyer’s failure to provide mandatory and necessary cooperation, or due to facts on the Supplier’s side that even the Supplier, acting with due diligence, could not have foreseen and which it did not cause itself (including, for example, an outage or delay in the Supplier-Buyer chain, a shortage in the Supplier’s workforce due to measures imposed by public authorities, but not as a result of the Supplier’s unlawful conduct, a delay in performance by other contractual partners of the Buyer that impacts the performance pursuant to this contract and which was not caused by the Buyer). A request from the Supplier under this paragraph must be delivered to the Buyer a sufficient time in advance of the expiry of the relevant deadline, and must include a proposal for its extension, which is not however binding on the Buyer. Adjustments to deadlines will be made in the form of an addendum to this contract.

Article III
Place of performance, handover of coins
1. The place of delivery of the coins, including all their components, pursuant to Article I(4) of this contract will be the CNB Headquarters building, Senovážná 3, Prague 1.
2. The Supplier undertakes to inform the Buyer of the planned date of delivery of the coins at least 5 business days in advance by means of secure communication between the authorised persons of both the contracting parties.
3. The handover and acceptance of the coins will take place on business days between 7:45 a.m. and 2:00 p.m., unless otherwise agreed by the authorised persons of the contracting parties.
4. For the purpose of delivery of the coins, the Buyer shall allow the entry of the Supplier’s vehicles into the Buyer’s garage at Senovážná 3. The Supplier understands that vehicle access to the garage is limited by the following maximum operational dimensions: width 2,680 mm, height 2,650 mm and the slope of the road between Senovážná Street and the garage floor level of 13%. For entry and parking after the inner barrier, the maximum vehicle height is 2,260 mm. Requests for entry of all vehicles into the garage must be made at least 24 hours prior to any scheduled entry on business days. The request must include the driver’s name, the vehicle registration number, and the vehicle make and type.

Article IV
Price and payment terms
(not to be filled in by the tender participant; the prices will be completed from the bid of the selected supplier)
1. The price for the production of one CZK 100 coin in proof quality is determined as the sum of the following item prices:
a) the price for the production of one blank for a CZK 100 coin in proof quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT (price without material),
b) the price for material for the production of one blank for a CZK 100 coin in CZK without VAT determined pursuant to Article IV (25), 
c) the price of the technological reserve for the production of one blank for a CZK 100 coin in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
d) the price for minting 1 CZK 100 coin in proof quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT.

2. The price for the production of one CZK 200 coin in normal quality is determined as the sum of the following item prices:
a) the price for the production of one blank for a CZK 200 coin in normal quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT (price without material),
b) the price for material for the production of one blank for a CZK 200 coin in CZK without VAT determined pursuant to Article IV (25),
c) the price of the technological reserve for the production of one blank for a CZK 200 coin in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
d) the price for minting one CZK 200 coin in normal quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT.

3. The price for the production of one CZK 200 coin in proof quality is determined as the sum of the following item prices:
a) the price for the production of one blank for a CZK 200 coin in proof quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT (price without material),
b) the price for material for the production of one blank for a CZK 200 coin in CZK without VAT determined pursuant to Article IV (25),
c) the price of the technological reserve for the production of one blank for a CZK 200 coin in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
d) the price for minting 1 CZK 200 coin in proof quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT.

4. The price for the production of one CZK 1,000 coin with high relief in normal quality with patination is determined as the sum of the following item prices:
a) the price for the production of one blank for a CZK 1,000 coin with high relief in normal quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT (price without material),
b) the price for material for the production of one blank for a CZK 1,000 coin in CZK without VAT determined pursuant to Article IV (25),
c) the price of the technological reserve for the production of one blank for a CZK 1,000 coin in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
d) the surcharge for one pre-shaped blank for a CZK 1,000 coin, if required for the minting of the given coin design, in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
e) the price for the minting of one CZK 1,000 coin with high relief in normal quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
f) the price for patination of one CZK 1,000 coin with high relief in normal quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT.

5. The price for the production of one CZK 1,000 coin in proof quality with a hologram is determined as the sum of the following item prices:
a) the price for the production of one blank for a CZK 1,000 coin in proof quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT (price without material),
b) the price for material for the production of one blank for a CZK 1,000 coin in CZK without VAT determined pursuant to Article IV (25),
c) the price of the technological reserve for the production of one blank for a CZK 1,000 coin in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
d) the aliquot amount of the fixed price pursuant to paragraph (7) of this Article for the development and production of the master of a nanostructure of the given motif,
e) the price for the minting of one CZK 1,000 coin in proof quality with a hologram in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,

6. The price for the production of one CZK 10,000 coin with high relief in normal quality with patination is determined as the sum of the following item prices:
a) the price for the production of one blank for a CZK 10,000 coin with high relief in normal quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT (price without material),
b) the price for material for the production of one blank for a CZK 10,000 coin in CZK without VAT determined pursuant to Article IV (25),
c) the price of the technological reserve for the production of one blank for a CZK 10,000 coin in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
d) the surcharge for one pre-shaped blank for a CZK 10,000 coin, if required for the minting of the given coin design, in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
e) the price for the minting of one CZK 10,000 coin with high relief in normal quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT,
f) the price for patination of one CZK 10,000 coin with high relief in normal quality in the amount of CZK ................. without VAT.

7. The fixed price for the development and production of the master of a nanostructure of one motif for the CZK 1,000 coin in proof quality with a hologram amounts to CZK ................. without VAT. The fixed price will be paid so that it is calculated in the aliquot amount in the unit price of the delivered CZK 1,000 coins in proof quality with the hologram with the given motif. The aliquot amount of this price per CZK 1,000 coin in proof quality with the hologram with the given motif is calculated as the share of the fixed price in the overall number of actually requested coins with the nanostructure according to the given motif. If the Buyer and Supplier subsequently conclude another implementing contract for the delivery of CZK 1,000 coins in proof quality with a hologram with the same motif, the overall price for the production of the coins pursuant to paragraph 5 of this Article shall be decreased by the price pursuant to paragraph 5 (d) of this Article.

8. The price for the production of one original pattern coin of a CZK 10,000 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

9. The price for the production of one tool for making coin imprints on a catalogue card is CZK ................. without VAT.

10. The price for one plastic capsule for a CZK 100 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

11. The price for one plastic capsule for a CZK 200 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

12. The price for one plastic capsule for a CZK 1,000 coin with a hologram is CZK ................. without VAT.

13. The price for one plastic case for a CZK 100 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

14. The price for one plastic case for a CZK 200 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

15. The price for one wooden case for a CZK 100 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

16. The price for one wooden case for a CZK 200 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

17. The price for one wooden case for a CZK 1,000 coin with high relief is CZK ................. without VAT.

18. The price for one wooden case for a CZK 1,000 coin with a hologram is CZK ................. without VAT.

19. The price for one wooden case for a CZK 10,000 coin with high relief is CZK ................. without VAT.

20. The price for one cardboard case for a CZK 100 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

21. The price for one cardboard case for a CZK 200 coin is CZK ................. without VAT.

22. The price for one cardboard case for a CZK 1,000 coin with high relief is CZK ................. without VAT.

23. The price for one cardboard case for a CZK 1,000 coin with a hologram is CZK ................. without VAT.

24. The price for one cardboard case for a CZK 10,000 coin with high relief is CZK ................. without VAT.

25. The price for the material necessary for the production of one blank will be determined on the basis of the current world price of silver (LBMA Silver Price) announced on the commodity exchange on the day the Supplier orders the production of blanks, using the exchange rate valid at 10:30 a.m., with a surcharge of 2% being added to the price in USD. For the purposes of payment, the price in USD will be converted into CZK using the CZK/USD exchange rate announced by the CNB and valid on the date the Supplier orders the blanks. The Supplier shall demonstrate the date of ordering the production of blanks to the Buyer. If the Supplier makes more than one order for the production of blanks for the production of the relevant coins, the CZK/USD exchange rate announced by the CNB and valid as of the date of the first order will be used for the conversion.
26. The prices referred to in paragraphs (1) to (25) of this Article include all the costs incurred by the Supplier, including ongoing consultation pursuant to Article II(4), travel expenses, costs for the development and production of the nanostructure master for the given coin motif, all costs associated with any customs clearance, i.e. the payment of customs duties and administrative costs, with the exception of costs associated with the transport of coins subject to warranty claims pursuant to Annex 2, under the conditions set out in Annex 2, point 12 hereof.
27. The Buyer shall pay the Supplier the price for delivery determined as the product of the relevant agreed price per piece and the number of pieces delivered.
28. The Supplier will be entitled to propose to the Buyer a change in the unit price of packaging pursuant to paragraphs (10) to (24) of this Article if, as a result of the procedure pursuant to Article II (21) of this contract, the cost of its production increases, or if the production of any of the components of the packaging is terminated and the Supplier is forced to deliver their replacements with the same or better parameters. In such cases, the price of the packaging may be increased by a maximum of 50%. The Supplier shall provide the Buyer with written evidence of the reason for any change in the price. The price adjustment will be made in the form of an amendment to this contract and will take effect on the effective date of the amendment.
29. Tax documents for individual deliveries will be issued at the earliest on the date of acceptance of the respective delivery. The tax document will be accompanied by a copy of the handover and acceptance protocol and a copy of the document confirming the date of ordering the production of the blanks pursuant to point (b) paragraphs (1) to (6) of this Article.
30. If the Supplier is an entity not established in the Czech Republic, the value added tax will be declared and paid by the Buyer. In this case, the Supplier shall deliver the tax documents to the Buyer no later than by the 15th day of the month following the month in which the performance took place.
31. The Supplier shall send payment documents (invoices) electronically as an attachment to an e-mail message to the address faktury@cnb.cz in ISDOC format. If it is not possible to create a document in ISDOC format, it may be sent in PDF format. Only one payment document per e-mail message is allowed. In addition to the payment document itself, one to seven attachments to the document in PDF, DOC, DOCX, XLS or XLSX formats may be attached to the e-mail. Payment documents in a different format that complies with the European electronic invoice standard will also be accepted. If it is not possible to send a payment document electronically, the Supplier will send it in analogue form to:

32. The payment document must contain the information pursuant to Section 435 of the Civil Code, and the bank account to which payment is to be made and which is specified in the heading of this contract or which has subsequently been updated by the Supplier (hereinafter the "Designated Account"). In addition, the tax document must contain the requisites set out in the Value Added Tax Act. The number of this contract (in ISDOC format in the ID field in the Contract References group) or the order number (in ISDOC format in the External_Order_ID field in the OrderReference group) is also a necessary part of each document if orders are issued pursuant to this contract. If a document lacks any of the specified particulars or contains incorrect data, the Buyer is entitled to return it to the Supplier before the due date. A new due date will start on the date of receipt of a flawless document.
33. In the event that a different account than the Designated Account is specified in a payment document, an authorised person of the Supplier shall, based on a call from the Buyer, use the e-mail address from which the call was sent to ask whether the payment should be made to the bank account specified in the document or to the Designated Account. In this case, the payment document is not returned, and the due date will start only on the date of delivery of the Supplier’s communication pursuant to the previous sentence.
34. The due date of a payment document is 14 days from the date of delivery to the Buyer. The obligation to pay is fulfilled when the relevant amount is deducted from the Buyer’s account to the benefit of the Supplier’s account. Any transfer fees charged by banks will be borne by the Supplier.
35. Within the meaning of Section 1991 of the Civil Code, the contracting parties have agreed that the Buyer is entitled to offset any of its monetary receivable against the Supplier, whether due or not, against any monetary receivable of the Supplier against the Buyer, whether due or not.
36. The Supplier is entitled to propose a change in the prices for the production of coins, or prices for the production of blanks, the surcharge for the pre-shaping and minting of coins, specified in Article IV of this contract, according to the development of the industrial producer price index, the same period of the previous year = 100, code CH 255 – Forging, pressing, stamping, and roll-forming of metal, column average, for the previous calendar year, announced by the Czech Statistical Office. Price adjustments will be made up to a maximum of the actual percentage increase in the form of an amendment to this contract.
37. The Supplier is entitled to propose a change in the prices for the technological reserve for the production of blanks pursuant to Article IV of this contract depending on the development of the LBMA Silver Price, if the silver price increases by more than 10% in at least the last 12 months. In the case of the first adjustment, the specified period is counted from the conclusion of this contract, while for the next adjustment it is calculated from the preceding adjustment of the price for the technological reserve. The relevant date is considered the date of dispatch of the change proposal by the Supplier. To assess the world market price of silver, the LBMA Silver Price in USD, the morning average of the previous month, will always be used. Price increases will be no more than the actual percentage increase in the price of silver. Price adjustments will be made in the form of amendments to this contract.
38. The Supplier is obliged, and the Buyer is entitled, to propose a change in the prices for the technological reserve for the production of silver blanks pursuant to Article IV of this contract depending on the development of the world market price of silver (LBMA Silver Price), if the price of silver decreases by more than 10% in at least the last 12 months. In the case of the first adjustment, the specified period is counted from the conclusion of this contract, while for the next adjustment it is calculated from the preceding adjustment of the price for the technological reserve. The decisive date is considered to be the date the proposed amendment is sent by the relevant contracting party. To assess the world market price of silver, the LBMA Silver Price in USD, the morning average of the previous month, will always be used. Price reductions will be no more than the actual percentage reduction in the price of silver. Price adjustments will be made in the form of amendments to this contract.

Article V
Contractual penalties, default interest, compensation for damage
1. In the event of failure by the Supplier to meet the deadline for delivery of the produced coins pursuant to Article II (12) of this contract, the Buyer is entitled to charge the Supplier a contractual penalty of 0.1% of the total price of the undelivered coins for each day of delay, in whole or in part, but no less than CZK 1,000 for each day of delay, in whole or in part. If the Supplier is in default with delivery by more than one month, the Buyer is entitled to withdraw from this contract, or from part of the obligation, while it is entitled to ensure the production of undelivered coins by another supplier. In this case, the Buyer is entitled to reimbursement by the Supplier of any increase in costs. If the Supplier’s default is due to default by the Buyer, the Buyer is not entitled to charge a contractual penalty for the period during which it was itself in default.
2. For every delivered defective coin, the Buyer is entitled to charge the Supplier a contractual penalty of 0.1% of the total price of the coin for each day of default, in whole or in part, with the delivery of a flawless coin. In the event of the return of the entire batch by the Buyer in accordance with Annex 2 to this contract, all the coins in such batch will be considered defective. A delay in the delivery of a flawless coin (batch) occurs (is counted) from the first business day following the date of receipt of the warranty claim concerning the coin (batch) by the Supplier in accordance with Annex 2 to this contract to the date of delivery of a flawless coin (batch) to the Buyer. In the event of repeated warranty claims regarding a coin (batch), the period during which the Buyer accepts (checks) the repeatedly delivered coins (batches) will not be considered a delay. If the Supplier is in default with the delivery of all flawless coins by more than one month from the receipt of the warranty claim concerning the coins from the Buyer pursuant to Annex 2 to this contract (meaning the first warranty claim, not a repeat one), the Buyer is entitled to withdraw from this contract, or from a part of the obligation, while it is entitled to ensure the production of flawless coins by another supplier. In this case, the Buyer is entitled to reimbursement by the Supplier of any increase in costs.
3. In the event of loss of coins, the Supplier shall pay the Buyer a contractual penalty in the amount of the selling price of the lost coins at the level excluding VAT. The selling price means the price at which the Buyer would sell the coins in question at the time the loss of the coins is discovered. If such a sale is not yet in progress, the first announced price before the start of the sale will be used, while if such a sale is no longer in progress, the last announced price after the end of the sale will be used.
4. In the event the Supplier fails to meet the deadline for the delivery of a tax document pursuant to Article IV (30), the Buyer is entitled to charge the Supplier a contractual penalty of 0.04% of the amount corresponding to the VAT the Buyer is obliged to pay, but at least CZK 500 in total, for each commenced day of default.
5. In the event of a breach of the Supplier’s obligation to maintain confidentiality specified in Article VII (1) of this contract, the Buyer is entitled to require a contractual penalty of CZK 50,000 for each individual case of such a breach.
6. In the event that the Supplier’s claims referred to in Article VII (3), (4) and (6) of this contract prove to be false or if the Supplier breaches the obligation set out in Article VII (5) of this contract, the Buyer is entitled to a contractual penalty of CZK 100,000 for each individual false claim made by the Supplier or for each breach of the Supplier’s obligation.
7. In the event of the Supplier’s failure to meet any of the deadlines under Article VII (7) and (8) of this contract, the Buyer is entitled to charge the Supplier a contractual penalty of CZK 1,000 for each commenced business day of delay.
8. In the event of a breach of any of the Supplier’s obligations under Article VII (10) of this contract, the Buyer is entitled to demand from the Supplier a contractual penalty of CZK 500 for each such breach found.
9. The contractual penalty arrangements are without prejudice to the right of the contracting parties to full compensation for damages.
10. In the event of delay by the Buyer in the payment of tax documents, the Supplier is entitled to claim default interest at the rate provided for by civil law.

Article VI
Publication of contracts and the price actually paid for the performance of this contract
1. The Supplier is aware of the legal obligation of the Buyer to publish this contract on its profile, including any amendments and supplements, implementing contracts and the price actually paid pursuant to this contract.
2. The Buyer’s profile is an electronic tool through which the Buyer, as a public contracting authority pursuant to Act No. 134/2016 Coll., on Public Procurement, as amended (hereinafter the “PPA”), publishes information and documents on its public contracts in a manner that allows unrestricted and direct remote access, while the Buyer’s profile at the time of conclusion of this contract is at https://ezak.cnb.cz/.
3. The obligation to publish pursuant to this Article is imposed on the Buyer by Section 219 of the PPA.
4. Publication will be carried out pursuant to the PPA and the relevant implementing regulation to the PPA.

Article VII
Confidentiality and other obligations of the Supplier
1. The Supplier undertakes to ensure that its personnel, including subcontractors and their personnel, who will be involved in the performance pursuant to this contract, will maintain confidentiality regarding all the facts of which they become aware regarding the Buyer and which are not publicly available. There is no time limit on the confidentiality obligation.
2. The Supplier is liable for any damage to property entrusted to it, and is obliged to have the property entrusted to it by the Buyer pursuant to this contract insured against loss, destruction, theft and natural disaster. Upon request of the Buyer’s authorised person, the Supplier shall provide the Buyer with proof of such insurance within 5 business days of receipt of the request.
3. The Supplier confirms that, as of the effective date of this contract, neither it nor its subcontractors meet the definitional characteristics of entities listed in Article 5k of Council Regulation (EU) 2022/576 of 8 April 2022 amending Regulation (EU) No 833/2014 concerning restrictive measures in view of Russia’s activities destabilising the situation in Ukraine (hereinafter also “Regulation No. 2022/576”), or entities listed in Article 1h of Council Decision (CFSP) 2022/578 of 8 April 2022 amending Decision 2014/512/CFSP concerning restrictive measures in view of Russia’s activities destabilising the situation in Ukraine (hereinafter “Decision 2022/578”), which are prohibited from the award or performance of any public contract or concession contract within the meaning of that Regulation or Decision. Entities meeting the definitional characteristics of entities referred to in Article 5k of Regulation No. 2022/576 or entities referred to in Article 1h of Decision 2022/578 are hereinafter referred to as “Designated Entities”.
4. The Supplier further confirms that, as of the effective date of this contract, it is not an entity listed in Annex I to Council Regulation (EU) No. 269/2014 of 17 March 2014 concerning restrictive measures in respect of activities that undermine or threaten the territorial integrity, sovereignty and independence of Ukraine, as amended (hereinafter also “Regulation No. 269/2014”) or in Annex I to Council Regulation (EU) No 208/2014 of 5 March 2014 concerning restrictive measures directed against certain persons, entities and bodies in view of the situation in Ukraine, as amended (hereinafter also “Regulation No. 208/2014”) or in Annex I to Council Regulation (EC) No 765/2006 of 18 May 2006 concerning restrictive measures against President Lukashenko and certain officials of Belarus, as amended (hereinafter also “Regulation No. 765/2006”) or in the Annex to Council Decision 2014/145/CFSP of 17 March 2014 concerning restrictive measures in view of activities that undermine or threaten the territorial integrity, sovereignty and independence of Ukraine, as amended (hereinafter also “Decision 2014/145/CFSP”). A person listed in Annex I to Regulation No. 269/2014 or in Annex I to Regulation No. 208/2014 or in Annex I to Regulation No. 765/2006 or in the Annex to Council Decision 2014/145/CFSP is hereinafter referred to as a “Designated Person”.
5. At the same time, the Supplier undertakes not to make available to a Designated Person under the previous paragraph (unless it is the Supplier) or for their benefit, either directly or indirectly, any funds or economic resources obtained in connection with the performance pursuant to this contract.
6. The Supplier further confirms that the performance provided by it pursuant to this contract does not violate in any way any applicable legislation issued in particular by bodies of the European Union (i.e. in particular the bans on imports of iron and steel products within the meaning of Council Regulation (EU) No. 2022/428 of 15 March 2022 amending the “basic” Regulation (EU) No. 833/2014 concerning restrictive measures in view of Russia’s activities destabilising the situation in Ukraine, or Council Regulation (EU) No. 2022/355 of 2 March 2022 amending the “basic” Regulation (EC) No. 765/2006 concerning restrictive measures in view of the situation in Belarus, etc.). In the event of a breach of this obligation of the Supplier, the Buyer is entitled not to accept any part of the performance.
7. Should the Supplier or any of its subcontractors meet the defining characteristics of a Designated Entity or should the Supplier become a Designated Person during the term of this contract, the Supplier shall inform the Buyer in writing of such a fact without undue delay, but no later than 2 business days after such a fact.
8. If, during the term of this contract, changes occur in any of the aforementioned Council Regulations (EU) or Council Decisions or any other new legislation is adopted such that it becomes necessary to bring this contract into conformity with such Council Regulation (EU), Council Decision or other new legislation, the contracting parties undertake to enter into a written amendment to this contract, which will modify or supplement the rights and obligations of the contracting parties pursuant to this contract (not excluding penalty mechanisms or new termination options) without undue delay, and no later than 15 business days after the amendment to the Council Regulation (EU), Council Decision or other new legislation comes into force, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise.
9. If the Buyer incurs any damage in connection with a false declaration or breach of the Supplier’s obligations under paragraphs (3) to (8) of this Article, the Supplier shall compensate the Buyer in full for such damage.
10. The Supplier further undertakes that in connection with the performance of this contract:
a) it will ensure the legal employment of persons and fair and dignified working conditions for all workers involved in the performance of this contract. Fair and dignified working conditions are defined as working conditions that meet at least the minimum standards set by labour and wage legislation. The Supplier shall ensure that its subcontractors also comply with the requirements of this provision;
b) it will ensure the proper and timely performance of financial obligations towards its subcontractors, where proper and timely performance is deemed to be the full payment of invoices issued by the subcontractor for performances provided to the Supplier in connection with this contract, meaning no later than 14 days after receipt of payment from the Buyer (unless the due date of the subcontractor’s invoice is earlier). The Buyer is entitled to request the submission of evidence of payments made to subcontractors.

Article VIII
Withdrawal from this contract
1. The contracting parties agree that the Buyer is entitled to withdraw from this contract by written notice at any time during insolvency proceedings initiated against the Supplier’s assets.
2. If either contracting party materially breaches its obligations under this contract, the other contracting party is entitled to withdraw from this contract through written notice of withdrawal. Such withdrawal will be effective on the date of delivery of the notice of withdrawal to the other contracting party. In particular, the contracting parties consider the following cases to be a material breach of this contract:
a) by the Supplier:
· failure to remedy deficiencies referred to in Article II (7) of this contract,
· failure to comply with the quality requirements pursuant to Article II (11) of this contract,
· a delay in delivery pursuant to Article II (12) of this contract of more than one month,
· a delay of more than one month in the delivery of all flawless coins pursuant to Article V (2) of this contract,
· failure to comply with the obligations pursuant to Article VII (2) of this contract,
· failure to perform any obligation pursuant to Article IX(2) of this contract;
b) by the Buyer:
· delay in the payment of a payment document of more than 30 days after the due date.
3. The Buyer is be entitled to withdraw from this contract, including any part thereof, in the event that the Buyer determines, on the basis of written information from the Supplier or on its own initiative, that the Supplier or any of its subcontractors have met the definitional characteristics of a Designated Entity, or the Supplier has become a Designated Person, or the Supplier has failed to conclude an amendment to this contract within the meaning of Article VII(8) of this contract, or the Supplier has breached its obligation not to make available to or for the benefit of, directly or indirectly, any Designated Person (if other than itself) any funds or economic resources obtained in connection with performance pursuant to this contract, or the obligation to deliver or provide performance which does not in any way violate any applicable legislation, in particular issued by bodies of the European Union.
4. The contracting parties shall settle their mutual obligations immediately after the termination of this contract.

Article IX
Other arrangements
1. If the Supplier uses a subcontractor in the course of its activities, it shall provide compensation for any damage caused by such a subcontractor as if it had caused such damage itself.
2. The Supplier shall:
2.1 ensure that its personnel involved in the performance of this contract perform work under the supervision of persons meeting the qualification criteria required by the Buyer in the qualification requirements of the tender procedure for the public contract “Production of commemorative silver coins” for the subject of this contract. During the term of this contract, the Supplier shall, upon request, provide the Buyer with evidence of the qualifications of the individual supervisors within 5 business days from the date of receipt of the Buyer’s request,
2.2 in the event of the provision of services through a subcontractor, ensure that all provisions of this Article are also applied to the subcontractor and its employees who will be involved in the performance of this contract, 
2.3 in the event that a certain part of the subject of performance pursuant to this contract will be performed by a subcontractor, submit to the Buyer the identification data of this subcontractor, always no later than 5 business days before the commencement of the activity by this subcontractor, while the above also applies in the event of a change of the subcontractor.
3. Failure to comply with any of the obligations set out in paragraphs (2.1) to (2.3) of this Article will be deemed a material breach of contract.

Article X
Final provisions
1. This contract has been concluded for a fixed term until 31 December 2030. This contract will enter into force and effect on the date it is signed by the authorised representatives of both contracting parties.
2. For the avoidance of any doubt, the contracting parties confirm that when the term “business day” is used, these are days determined pursuant to the Czech calendar. 
3. The contracting parties shall exchange lists of authorised persons, including the contact details of all the subcontractors of the Supplier, no later than 10 days after the date of conclusion of this contract. The contracting parties undertake to notify each other immediately, using the respective e-mail addresses of the authorised persons of the other contracting party, of any changes to the authorised persons and their contact details. Such a change will always be effective upon notification of the change to the authorised persons of the other contracting party, while there is no obligation to conclude an amendment to this contract.
4. This contract may be terminated with a notice period of 12 months, which begins on the first day of the month following the delivery of the notice to the other contracting party.
5. The rights and obligations arising from this contract may be assigned only with the prior consent of the other contracting party in writing. E-mail or other electronic messages are not considered to be in writing in this case.
6. A response by a contracting party pursuant to Section 1740 (3) of the Civil Code with an amendment or variation is not an acceptance of the offer, even if it does not materially change the terms of the offer.
7. The contractual relationship established by this contract is governed by Czech law, in particular the Civil Code.
8. The application of the presumption of the time of reaching pursuant to Section 573 of the Civil Code is excluded.
9. This contract may be amended and supplemented only in the form of written amendments numbered in ascending order and signed by authorised representatives of both contracting parties, unless otherwise specified in this contract.
10. This contract has been prepared in the Czech language. All communication between the contracting parties relating to this contract shall be in Czech or Slovak.
11. Any disputes arising from this contract will be settled primarily by agreement between the contracting parties. If it is not possible to reach an agreement, such a dispute will be resolved before a court of the Czech Republic with territorial and substantive jurisdiction, exclusively in accordance with Czech law.
12. The contracting parties exclude the application of Sections 1765 and 1766 and Section 2620 of the Civil Code to their contractual relationship established by this contract, thereby excluding the Supplier’s right to act pursuant to Section 1765 (1) of the Civil Code. The Supplier hereby assumes the risk of a change of circumstances pursuant to Section 1765 (2) of the Civil Code.
13. This contract has been drawn up as three original counterparts, of which the Buyer will receive two and the Supplier one./This contract has been drawn up in electronic form, whereby each of the contracting parties will receive a copy of this contract bearing electronic signatures (one variant will be chosen according to the agreement between the contracting parties prior to the conclusion of this contract).

It is permissible to exceed the permissible weight deviation upwards for the CZK 1,000 and CZK 10,000 coins with high relief, but without entitlement to an increase in the price of silver paid by the Buyer.

The thickness of the coins is not predetermined and will be the result of influences customary in the minting of coins. The thickness of a coin is the thickness over the raised rim, or for coins with high relief, the thickness over the highest points of the relief on both sides of the coin.

The edges of the coins are valid unless the contracting parties agree otherwise. The number and profile of the milling will always be determined by agreement of the contracting parties for each coin nominal value before the technical implementation of the first one is started. The Buyer shall inform the Supplier of the content of the frieze a sufficient time in advance for the production of the edge bar.


Annex 2

Coin packaging and acceptance workflows

1. The CZK 100 and CZK 200 coins will be packaged in transparent plastic capsules or in transparent plastic capsules and plastic or wooden or cardboard cases. The CZK 1,000 and CZK 10,000 coins with high relief will be packaged in wooden or cardboard cases. The CZK 1,000 coins with a hologram will be packaged in transparent plastic capsules and wooden or cardboard cases. The minimum required technical parameters of the capsules and cases are specified in Annex 3 to this contract.
2. Coins in capsules and/or cases will be further packaged in smaller packages that can be handled manually without handling equipment (hereinafter the “Receiving Packaging”), and these smaller packages will be packed into larger packages for transport (hereinafter the “Transport Packaging”). In the case of CZK 10,000 coins, one coin is considered to be the Receiving Packaging, meaning CZK 10,000 coins do not have to be individually packed in Receiving Packaging, while adequate protection against damage to the case in the Transport Packaging, e.g. by means of interleaf, is sufficient. With the exception of CZK 10,000 coins, the Receiving Packaging must be sealed, stamped, taped or otherwise suitably secured against unrecognisable unauthorised opening, and must bear at least the following information
- the nominal value,
- the model,
- the quality,
- the number of pieces,
- the batch number and
- the gross weight of the Receiving Packaging.
Other information (e.g. the packaging date and the person who sealed the package) may be added by the Supplier for its own control purposes.
3. The Buyer may reweigh the Receiving Packaging for its own control purposes. If the weight indicated on the Receiving Packaging does not correspond, taking into account a reasonable uncertainty of measurement, to the result of such reweighing, the Buyer is entitled to return the Receiving Packaging to the Supplier without opening it. If it opens the Receiving Packaging and finds a discrepancy between the number of coins inside and the number of coins indicated on the Receiving Packaging, the Buyer shall immediately inform the Supplier.
4. The number of coins in the Receiving Packaging, the maximum permissible outer dimensions of the Transport Packaging and the maximum permissible weight of the Transport Packaging with contents are as follows:

5. If the Transport Packaging is not placed on a pallet, chassis or other similar means of transport, there must be slots in the bottom of the Transport Packaging enabling its handling using standard transport equipment. If the Transport Packaging is to be placed on a pallet, chassis or other means of transport, this means of transport and the Transport Packaging must not exceed the maximum permissible outer dimensions of the Transport Packaging.
6. For coins with an issue limit, statistical acceptance of the supplied coins will be carried out. The size of the batch from which coins are selected for inspection, the number of coins inspected from the batch (selection range) and the maximum number of defective coins from the inspected coins (acceptance number) are as follows:

7. The coins are always randomly selected from a batch.
8. If the acceptance number is exceeded, the Buyer will not check the quality of the other coins in the batch and will return the entire batch to the Supplier as a warranty complaint, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise. The Buyer and the Supplier shall proceed as follows
a) the Buyer completes the Complaint Report form (a sample form is included in this Annex),
b) the Buyer notifies the Supplier of defective batches within 2 months of delivery of the coins,
c) in the case of defects not listed in the Catalogue of Defects or in other cases worthy of special consideration, the Buyer shall allow the Supplier to inspect the defective coins, at its request, at the Buyer’s workplace and using the Supplier’s employees,
d) the Supplier will take rejected batches away for rechecking at its own expense,
e) the Supplier shall recheck the rejected batches, replace the defective coins with flawless coins, marking the rechecked batches with the number of the original batch and a letter indicating the number of times the batch was returned (e.g. batch No. 1 returned for the first time will be marked as batch No. 1a, while the same batch returned for the second time will be marked as batch No. 1b),
f) the Supplier shall deliver the rechecked batches to the Buyer at its own expense within 1 month of the notification under point (b). The same time limit applies to repeat warranty claims.
9. If the acceptance number is not exceeded, the Buyer shall accept the batch and return only the individual defective coins to the Supplier as a warranty claim. When doing so, it shall proceed as appropriate pursuant to paragraph 8 (a) to (f) of this Annex.
10. All coins delivered that do not make up an entire batch will be checked by the Buyer.
11. For coins with an open issue (without an issue limit), the same procedure will be followed as for coins with an issue limit, unless otherwise agreed by the authorised persons of both contracting parties.
12. If a defective coin is only found when it is sold to a customer of the Buyer, any of the Buyer’s offices may make a warranty claim about such individual defective coins directly to the Supplier. The method of handing over claimed and replaced coins will be agreed by the Supplier directly with the territorial office in question. If the coins are sent by post, the costs of transport and insurance from the territorial office in question to the Supplier will be covered by the Buyer, and from the Supplier to the territorial office by the Supplier. If the coins are transferred by other means, the cost of transport and insurance from the territorial office to the Supplier and back will be borne by the Supplier. The Supplier shall deliver flawless coins to the territorial office within 1 month of the claim made under the first sentence of this paragraph.
13. If it is not possible to settle the complaint by exchange, the Supplier shall pay the Buyer the amount for the defective coin that the Buyer must return to its customer. The metal from the defective coin thus becomes the property of the Supplier.
14. The deadline for claims about coins from territorial offices is 8 months from the date of actual issue of the coin. In the case of a claim regarding a coin from a delivery made after the issue, the deadline for the claim is 8 months from the receipt of the relevant coin delivery. After the expiry of the relevant claim deadline, the Supplier is not obliged to process a claim.
15. The authorised persons of the two contracting parties may agree on a different number of coins in the Receiving Packaging and on different maximum permissible outer dimensions and weight of the Transport Packaging.
16. The size of the batch, the selection range and the acceptance number for coins with an issue limit may only be changed in the form of an amendment to this contract.
17. The contracting parties may agree, through an amendment to this contract, that the transport of coins from the Supplier to the Buyer and, in the event of claims, from the Buyer to the Supplier and back, may be partially or fully provided by the Buyer instead of the Supplier. In this case, the Supplier shall deduct from the price pursuant to Article IV of this contract the transport price agreed between the contracting parties. If the Supplier’s or the Buyer’s returnable packaging is used for such transport, any transport of empty packaging will be at the Supplier’s own expense, unless the contracting parties agree otherwise.
18. The Complaint Report (a sample form is included in this Annex) contains the basic defects common in minting coins. The authorised persons of both contracting parties may agree to check a different parameter that is relevant only for the given coin design. This parameter is recorded in the Specific Pattern Defects column. Unspecified defects are recorded in the Other Defects column.

Annex 3

Minimum required technical parameters of packaging

The CZK 100 and CZK 200 coins will be supplied in transparent plastic capsules and, if necessary, in plastic or wooden or cardboard cases. The CZK 1,000 and CZK 10,000 coins with high relief will be delivered in wooden or cardboard cases. The CZK 1,000 coins with a hologram will be delivered in transparent plastic capsules and in wooden or cardboard cases. The exact dimensions of the cases are not specified, but they must be appropriate to the size of the coins.
All parts of the packaging must be made precisely and cleanly, free of burrs and other defects that commonly arise in the process of processing plastics, wood, paper and cardboard. All parts of the packaging, including stains, paints, varnishes and adhesives, must be made of materials that do not damage plastics, wood, paper or paints, or accelerate the oxidation of metals. Wooden and cardboard cases must not contain plastics, with the exception of parts that cannot be, or where it would not be effective to be, made in any other way and only when agreed upon by the authorised persons of the contracting parties.
The capsule will be made of clear plastic that is adequately resistant to scratches and breakage from standard handling or the weight of the coin itself.
The plastic case will be made of plastic that is adequately resistant to mechanical and chemical influences when the case is used in a manner appropriate to the handling of numismatic material. The specific shade will be determined by the Buyer on the basis of a sample book provided by the Supplier. On the outer side of the case lid, the Buyer may request the placement of a three-line CNB logo, applied by embossing through foil or by another suitable technique. The colour of the case, the colour of the logo and the technique of its execution, as well as the colour of the lining, will be determined by the Buyer on the basis of a sample book provided by the Supplier. The logo in graphic format will be provided to the Supplier by the Buyer without undue delay after the conclusion of this contract. There will be a side or bottom cutout in the lining for the easy removal of the coin capsule or coin without a capsule from the lining without the need to turn the case upside down.
The wooden case will be made of hardwood using a six-group scale, i.e. with a load resistance of over 650 kg/cm2. The wood will be stained and/or varnished, while the specific shade of the staining and colour of the varnish will be determined by the Buyer on the basis of a sample book provided by the Supplier. On the outer side of the case lid, the Buyer may request the placement of a three-line CNB logo, applied by embossing through foil or by another suitable technique. The colour of the case, the colour of the logo and the technique of its execution, as well as the colour of the lining, will be determined by the Buyer on the basis of a sample book provided by the Supplier. The logo in graphic format will be provided to the Supplier by the Buyer without undue delay after the conclusion of this contract. The lid hinges will be metal, either visible or hidden. The case can be kept closed with a neat hasp, magnets or hinge mechanism. There will be a side or bottom cutout in the lining for the easy removal of the coin capsule or coin without capsule from the lining without having to turn the case upside down. For CZK 1,000 and 10,000 coins with high relief, the Buyer may request that the lining be shaped according to the relief of one side of the coin. A thin felt or other suitable material in the colour of the stained and/or varnished wood may be applied to the underside of the case to prevent it being scratched. The case will be inserted into a cardboard cover, known as an overlay.
The cardboard case will be made of strong boxboard and/or cardboard with the possibility of coating with durable coating paper. On the outer side of the case lid, the Buyer may request the placement of a three-line CNB logo, applied by embossing through foil or by another suitable technique. The colour of the case, the colour of the logo and the technique of its execution, as well as the colour of the lining, will be determined by the Buyer on the basis of a sample book provided by the Supplier. The logo in graphic format will be provided to the Supplier by the Buyer without undue delay after the conclusion of this contract. The case will be kept closed by magnets. There will be a side or bottom cutout in the lining for easy removal of the coin capsule or coin without a capsule from the lining without the need to turn the case upside down. For CZK 1,000 and 10,000 coins with high relief, the Buyer may request that the lining be shaped according to the relief of one side of the coin.
In individual cases, the Buyer may request the placement of one or two opposing ribbons on the inside of the lid for inserting the package leaflet. The printing of the leaflet will be provided by the Buyer, while the insertion of the leaflet into the case will be provided by the Supplier during the completion of the order, unless otherwise agreed by the authorised persons of both contracting parties.
The final design of the capsules, cases and packaging is subject to the approval of the Buyer.
