Clause I
Subject-matter and place of performance of the contract
0. The subject-matter of this contract is the supply of 16 mobile stages and 10 stage skirts (hereinafter the “Supply”). A detailed specification of the subject-matter of the Supply is given in Annexes 1 and 2 of this contract.
0. The place of the Supply is the Buyer’s building at Senovážné náměstí 30, 115 03 Prague 1.

Clause II
Time limit for the Supply, handover and takeover of the Supply
1. The Seller undertakes to deliver the Supply specified in Clause I(1) within 16 weeks after the signing of the contract.
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]The handover and the takeover of the Supply shall take place at the place of the Supply on a date announced to the Seller at least 3 working days prior and at a time falling within the usual working hours of the Buyer (8:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.), unless the authorised persons of the contracting parties agree otherwise. The handover and takeover of the Supply shall be confirmed by the signing of a handover document. Upon the signing of the handover document, the ownership right to the Supply shall pass to the Buyer. 
1. The seller shall hand over the relevant documentation to the Buyer upon the handover and takeover of the Supply:  
2. instructions for use, maintenance, service and disposal – all in both paper and electronic form,
2. the certificate of conformity.

If the authorised employees of the contracting parties or their contact data change, the contracting parties are obliged to report the change within five working days after the change is made to the e-mail addresses of the authorised employees of the other contracting party.

Clause III
Price of the Supply and payment conditions
1. The price of the Supply specified in Clause 1(1) has been set by agreement between the contracting parties and totals CZK ………. excluding VAT (to be added by the participant); the price of one mobile stage is CZK .........excluding VAT (to be added by the participant) and the price of one stage skirt is CZK.......excluding VAT (to be added by the participant). The rate of VAT in force as of the date of the taxable event shall be added to the price. 
2. The price given in paragraph 1 includes all the Seller’s costs related to the Supply under this contract.
3. The price given in paragraph 1 shall be paid after the takeover of the supply by the Buyer based on an invoice issued by the Seller no earlier than on the day of the signing of the handover document.  
5.	In addition to the essential elements stipulated in the VAT Act and Clause 435 of the Civil Code, the invoice shall contain the CNB contract registration number. If the invoice does not contain the particulars specified or contains incorrect data, the Buyer shall be entitled to return the defective invoice until the payment deadline. The new time limit for payment shall commence on the day of the delivery of an error-free invoice.
6. Documents shall be delivered by the Seller by e-mail to faktury@cnb.cz as e-mail attachments in PDF format. Besides the invoice itself, one to three invoice attachments in PDF, DOC, DOCX, XLS and XLSX format may be attached to the e-mail. If e-mail delivery of the invoice is not possible, the Seller shall send the invoice in writing to the address of the Buyer:

7. The due date of invoices shall be 14 days from the date of their delivery to the Buyer. The payment obligation shall be met when the relevant amount is debited from the Buyer’s account and credited to the Seller’s account.
8. Within the meaning of the Civil Code, the contracting parties have agreed that the Buyer is entitled to set off any of its collectible or non-collectible monetary claims on the Seller against any of the Seller’s collectible or non-collectible monetary claims on the Buyer.  


Clause IV
Guarantee, removal of defects in the guarantee period
0. The seller shall provide the Buyer with a 24-month guarantee for the Supply. The guarantee shall commence on the date of the handover of faultless products to the Buyer.
0. The authorised person of the Buyer shall notify the Seller of any defects occurring during the guarantee period on phone number: ……….. (To be added by the participant) and then confirm the notification to e-mail address: ………………..  (to be added by the participant). In the event of a change of telephone number or e-mail address, the Seller shall be obliged to notify the Buyer immediately of the change to e-mail addresses of the Buyer’s authorised persons. 
0. The Seller shall be obliged to remove defects free of charge or replace the defective Supply within a time limit of 30 calendar days unless agreed otherwise by the contracting parties. 
0. The place for the handover of returned goods and the delivery of repaired/replaced goods is the CNB’s headquarters, Na Příkopě 28, 115 03 Prague 1.
0. The new guarantee period for goods exchanged for new ones due to a defect during the guarantee period commences on the date of the handover to the Buyer. In the case of repair to an individual component during the guarantee period, a new guarantee period shall be granted for the repaired component.

Clause V
Insurance
1. The Seller shall be obliged to be insured for liability for damage caused to a third party in connection with the performance of this contract with claim settlement costs of at least CZK 500,000 (five hundred thousand Czech crowns) over the duration of the contract, and its participation shall not exceed 10%.
2.     The Seller undertakes to prove insurance pursuant to paragraph 1 to the Buyer upon entering into the contract at the latest. The Seller also undertakes that insurance in the given amount and scope will remain valid over the entire duration of this contract. The Seller shall be obliged to prove this fact to the Buyer within five working days after being asked to do so by the Buyer.    

Clause V
Contractual fines and interest on late payment
1. If the Seller is late with the handover of the Supply within the time limit set in Clause II(1) of this contract, the Buyer shall be entitled to charge a contractual fine of CZK 1,000 for each working day of the delay. 
2. If the Seller is late with the removal of defects during the guarantee period within the stipulated time limit, the Buyer shall be entitled to charge a contractual fine of CZK 500 for each working day of the delay. 
3. If the Buyer is late with invoice payment, the Seller shall be entitled to charge interest on late payment pursuant to Government Resolution No. 351/2013 Coll.
4. A contractual fine and interest on late payment are due within 14 days of the date of the delivery of the payment document to the liable contracting party. The payment obligation shall be met when the relevant amount is debited from the account of the liable party and credited to the account of the entitled party.
5. A contractual fine shall be without prejudice to the right to compensation for damage.

Clause VII
Withdrawal
0. In the event of a substantial breach of this contract, the parties shall be entitled to withdraw therefrom. Performance tendered by contracting parties remains unaffected until the withdrawal takes effect.
0. Substantial breaches include in particular:
· the Seller being more than 30 days late with the Supply within the time limit set in Clause II(1) of this contract
· the Buyer being more than 30 days late with the payment of the Supply price.

Clause VII
Final provisions
1. The contract may be altered and supplemented only in the form of written amendments in ascending numerical order signed by the authorised representatives of both contracting parties unless stated otherwise in the contract.
2. The contract shall be executed in three copies, each of which shall have the validity of an original. The Buyer shall receive two copies and the Seller shall receive one copy of the contract.
3. This contract shall enter into force and take effect on the date it is signed by the authorised representatives of both contracting parties.

Annex 1
Technical requirements of the Buyer

	Dimensions of unfolded stage in cm
	Height 20 - 41 cm / length: 244 - 250 cm / width: 122 - 125 cm 

	Guaranteed minimum load-bearing capacity in kg/m2
	700

	Mobile stage floor
	Surface treatment: Black lacquer or contract carpet (dark colour, the exact shade to be selected upon the signing of the contract with the Seller). 

	Option to join individual stages together
	Using built-in components. Without the need to use tools, preparations, etc.

	Protection of the Buyer‘s floor 
	All parts touching the floor must be equipped with protective elements (sliders) to prevent damage to the floor.

	Manipulation
	Castors with a minimum diameter of 100 mm.

	Stage cover
	Stage skirts with velcro attachments: black colour. The height of the skirt must cover the lower part of the stage structure. Number and length of skirts: 10 pcs, 5 m in length 

	Operation
	1 - 2 persons

	Folding/unfolding system
	System of folding/unfolding the stage into a “V” shape. When unfolded, the total stage length should divide down the middle into two identical parts with the outer sides facing upwards. When folded, the shape of the stage should resemble the letter “I”. Castors should be fixed permanently to the lower part of each stage.
